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Pass Through Grant Process

Step One:

The club must first complete a pre-approval application to be reviewed by the Grant Committee Chair.  This form requests information from the club about the project they are investigating.  The project must be congruent with the mission of Pilot International Foundation: Serving Those with Brain-Related Disorders and Disabilities and the prevention of brain injuries. 
Step Two:

After the proposed project is reviewed and approved the club may proceed with applying to the partnering organization for the grant. The PIF IRS designation letter will then be sent to the club contact.

Step Three:

If the partnering organization awards the grant to the club, the check must be sent payable to Pilot International Foundation and then staff will distribute funds to the club. 

Step Four:

When the club has completed the project a full report must be provided to Pilot International Foundation immediately.  The report must include a synopsis of the project and an itemized financial account.  The financial report must include all receipts and/or cancelled checks paid to the partnering organization.  

Other Information:

· A $50 administration fee is charged per PROJECT

· Clubs need only to fill out one application per project.  Funds may come from multiple funders.  

· Grant request must be greater than or equal to $500.
