Appointment of Chairman of Nominating Committee for next year

GOV-ELECT
This must be someone who is or will become familiar with the process,

will not be a candidate for any office, and someone who WILL get the job

done! This position is now considered to be  included in the appointments made by the Governor Elect for the upcoming year. 

Who TO appoint:

Past Governors or former District Officers - They should know the widest range of talent of members across the District.




Who Not to appoint:  

(1) District Officers – they may be candidates and would be disqualified, and with other duties, do not have the time to devote to the process.

(2) Not just your friends – unless you have enough influence to make sure they do the job!

How Many:
3-5 members, or 1 from each Region in Regional Districts.

Candidates are nominated and accept nominations for District office. An

Before Convention
 acceptance is not complete until the Chair of the Nominating Committee, Governor and PI HQ  have received the nomination letter, completed Qualification form, Vision Statement, and letter of acceptance, postmarked by the due date.  
“The Nominating Committee shall Secure and Verify at least 1 qualified nominee per elected office” 




Clubs may nominate candidates for office, but if no candidate has accepted by

February 1 at the latest, it is the Nominating Committee’s job to search out and

persuade qualified persons to stand for election. (Once a Pilot agrees to run, 

his/her club or another club must still do the official nominating).  

Feb Gov Bulletin:
Governor lists Offices to be filled, number of nominations completed for each office.

Feb – March

The Governor needs to keep in close contact with the Chairman of the
GOVERNOR

nominating committee on a weekly basis, if necessary, to ensure that a full 

slate of candidates is secured and verified.


March GB

Governor lists Offices to be filled, number of nominations received for each.

This can physically be done by the Governor or the Chairman on the committee, and although the ByLaws say it is to go to the “Clubs and District Officers,” if the District’s Past Governors are voting delegates, it must go to them as well. 

AT Convention
Friday night – Committee Meets with Governor, ECR, Parliamentarian and 

signs Report.


Saturday Morning – Chairman reads report to the Convention Body.
