Gift Membership – Who, What, Where, When?

Who can give a Gift Membership?

A gift membership may be given by a Pilot Club or a Pilot member to anyone with whom they would like to share the experience of Pilot International. 
What are the expectations of a Gift Membership?

Someone who receives a gift membership becomes an associate member. The Executive Committee recently voted to eliminate the initiation fee for associate memberships to encourage opportunities for gift memberships. The individual has the privileges of membership with the exception of voting and is not eligible for an elected or appointed office. A gift membership may be viewed as a provisional time in which the member may consider full membership in the future. The individual may participate in club projects and attend meetings whenever possible.
Where is a Gift Membership applicable?

Any Pilot Club considering future growth and membership support for their community will want to honor gift memberships. An example: Pilot A” wants her son and daughter-in-law to be Pilots in another district.  She gives them a gift membership. When they receive the membership, they are given contacts and meeting dates for clubs in their district. They contact a club near them and inquire about projects in which they might become involved and available meeting times. The club honors their Associate membership and charges any meal costs involved. 

Pilot Clubs may also give a Gift Membership to citizens in their community who would be helpful toward their projects and program goals.
When is a Gift membership appropriate?
A gift membership is a thoughtful gift at any time because you are giving a new experience, a new opportunity to someone meaningful to you. This holiday season is a most appropriate time for a gift from the heart. It is also a wonderful time for a club to give gift memberships to community citizens whom the club would like to honor in a special way. 
Active and Membership-at-Large membership gifts from a Pilot club or member would include club and district dues as well.
