This is a story/script. It is for a narrator and three or four puppeteers. Practice makes perfect. If it is used for stand-up puppeteers, the character’s bed can be a forearm. Helmets can be made by sawing a hollow ball in half or forming one of clay and decorating with paint and sparkles or decorative tape. Self-adhering Velcro may be cut for the helmet strap and glued on either side of the helmet. The helmet size depends on the puppet size. If you cannot find hollow balls to cut in half, Styrofoam balls may be cut in half and hollowed out using a steak knife.
You may want to consider asking “the best behaved children” in the audience to volunteer to operate the puppets as you read the story. Ideally, Anchor Club members could take this script and adapt it for presentation to children in your area.
