Boarding:

With level boarding, it's easy getting on a streetcar. All
streetcars and platforms are ADA accessible.

When the streetcar comes to a complete stop, please
allow for departing riders to exit the streetcar first,
then board. If no one is exiting, press the yellow door
button to open the doors, Grab a seat or hold

on to a handrail/strap. Don't forget, leave priority
seating for those who need it. And of course,

never block the doors. <
